CALL TO ORDER - The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Michigan Room of the Quality Inn 
in St. Ignace, Michigan by Council Chair Janalee McClure.  Governors present were:  Joseph Griggs, 11

APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES 
 
MOTION ς Raymor, Kilbreath, to approve the proposed agenda, with the addition of a song after the 
Pledge of Allegiance.  Motion carried. 
 
MOTION ς Capozzo, Lacy, to approve the minutes of the August meeting.  Motion carried. 
 
COMMUNICATIONS ς Mary Brown, State Secretary 
The District Governors received a letter from Leader Dogs for the Blind outlining policy changes that will 
be instituted in 2008.  One of the changes would require a change to the MD 11 By-[ŀǿǎΥ  ά²Ŝ ǿƛƭƭ 
invite all District Leader Dog Chairs to visit Leader Dog in the fall of 2008.  We also ask that the District 
Governors appoint Leader Dog Chairs for a three-year term.  As this occurs, we will invite the Leader

MOTION ς Kelpinski, Raymor, to ask the Constitution and By-Laws Committee to prepare an 
amendment to change appointments to the Leader Dog Committee from a 2-year term to a 3-year 
term.  Motion carried. 
 
REDISTRICTING COMMITTEE REPORT (Written) ς John Johnson, PDG, Chairman 
The Redistricting Committee has no plans to meet again because they feel their work is complete.  In 
August the Governors agreed to take one redistricting plan back to their districts for review and 
discussion.  The committee declined to ŘŜǾŜƭƻǇ ŀ άǎŀƭŜǎ ǇƛǘŎƘέ ŦƻǊ any of the redistricting plans because 
they are not unanimously in support of any that have been presented to date. 
 
The Governors discussed reactions to the redistricting plan that would merge 11 A1 with 11 A2, 11 B1 
with 11 B2, and 11 C1 with 11 C2.  Lions from 11 A2 are opposed to the plan.  The proposal is not 
popular in 11 B2 because they feel it will have a negative impact on the state.  11 A1 also opposes the 
plan; however, they feel that districts that want to merge (like C1 and C2) should be allowed to do so. 
 
Redistricting proposals have been submitted by the Fruitport Lions Club and the Bretton Woods Lions 
Club to merge the existing districts 11 C1 and 11 C2.  Both districts are on board and in favor of the 
merger.  They have initiated a dialogue about having multiple Vice District Governors to help cover club 
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visitations.  The proposal will appear on the ballot at the convention in Sault Ste. Marie in May.  Voting 
at the district level is not required because neither of the affected districts has 1,250 members, and it 
does not impact the boundaries of the other districts. 
 
The topic was tabled until Sunday to give the Council time to discuss it amongst themselves. 
 
STRATEGIC PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT (Written) ς John Johnson, PDG, Chairman 
At the August Council Meeting, the Governors identified two priorities for this committee: Information 
gathering on use of alternative formats and long range planning with 3, 5, and 10 year goals.  
Committee members will be assigned to one task or the other, and a conference call or face-to-face 
meeting will be scheduled  The alternative formats topic is likely be handled more quickly than the long 
range planning, which might take more than this year. 
 
MOTION ς Lacy, Kelpinski, to receive the Redistricting and Strategic Planning Committee Reports.  
Motion carried. 
 
USA/CANADA FORUM LOAN 
When Gary Anderson was appointed Chairman of the USA/Canada Forum Host Committee, he planned 
to obtain funding (estimated at $25,000 to $30,000) through corporate sponsorships.  He asked the 
Council of Governors for a $15,000 loan to be repaid when the sponsorship money was obtained.  After 
approaching countless large companies in Michigan and the Midwest, the committee was unable to 
procure any cash donations.  Smaller, in-kind donations were received from several companies and 
individuals, but no major sponsorships. Total expenditures for the Forum (including in-kind products 
used) were just over $26,000.  This was $9,000 less than the Host Committee in Columbus spent last 
year, and considerably less than the $56,000 already spent by the Saskatoon Host Committee for 2008.  
After all bills were paid, $4,170.24 in cash remains.  These funds will be returned to the State Treasurer, 
leaving an outstanding loan balance of $10,829.76. 
 
MOTION ς Raymor, Capozzo, to forgive the loan balance and consider the money as the Lions of 
MichiganΩǎ sponsorship of the 2007 USA/Canada Lions Leadership Forum.  Motion carried unanimously. 
 
FINANCIAL REPORT ς Paul Hemeryck, State Treasurer 
PDG Hemeryck reviewed the financial reports for the first quarter of the year (July 1 through September 
30, 2007).  Revenues and expenses are normal for this time of year, which is not typically a high-activity 
time.  All of the dues-funded accounts are in a good financial position. 
 
Two districts have not yet paid their first-half state dues.  Treasurer Hemeryck will meet with the 
District Governors to discuss payment with them. 
 
The Lion Pride Magazine shows a slight loss through the end of October.  Nine issues are produced 
annually, but wages are paid monthly; therefore three months of wages are reflected against revenue 
from just one issue published to date 
 
The Grace Lange Memorial Fund shows a strong cash position.  Last year the stock was sold at a profit, 
and the proceeds were re-invested.  Each year, $2,000 from the Grace Lange Fund is earmarked for the 
scholarship that is presented by the White Cane Committee. 
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Because membership impacts dues revenue, State Treasurer Hemeryck included with the financial 
report a breakdown of membership totals for the past 10 years.  Every district has experienced losses.  
Overall membership in MD 11 was 15,951 in 1997.  It has decreased to 13,160 at the end of September 
2007. 
 
UPDATE ON FORM 990 FILING REQUIREMENTS ς Paul Hemeryck, State Treasurer 
Fraud in the nonprofit world has caused the IRS to implement sweeping changes in the filing 
requirements for Form 990.  The changes will to improve transparency within the nonprofit sector and 
ensure that donors and the IRS have current information.   
 
In the past, many Lions Clubs were not required to file Form 990 or 990-EZ because their gross receipts 
were $25,000 or less.  Beginning in 2008, these clubs are required to file Form 990-N (also called the e-
postcard).  Form 990-N can only be filed electronically; there will be no paper version of the form.  
Clubs that fail to file Form 990-N for three consecutive years will have their tax-exempt status revoked.  
IRS has already started mailing letters to small tax-exempt organizations (including Lions Clubs), 
notifying them of the new requirements.  If the IRS has an incorrect address on file, a club may not 
receive the letter.  However, not receiving notification does not excuse them from filing. 
 
In accordance with LCI regulations, Lioness Clubs and Leo Clubs are considered projects of their 
sponsoring Lions Club.  Their receipts and expenses are to be included in the totals reported on Form 
990 by the Lions Club.  Questions were raised on how the Lioness Convention funds were handled. Lion 
Jim Pettinato offered to check on the procedure and will report back to the Council. 
 
Districts are also required to file a Form 990.  Most are already doing so because their gross receipts are 
over $25,000τdeposits from convention fees and state/district dues often put them over.  DGs should 
check with their Cabinet Treasurers to make sure that all required forms are being filed. 
 
Every Lions Club and district operates on a fiscal year that ends June 30th.   Beginning in 2008, every club 
will have to file a Form 990, 990-EZ, or 990-N by November 15 annually.  All Lions Clubs are nonprofit 
under Section 501(c)(4) of the IRS Code.  Some Lions Clubs have a separate foundation for their service 
activities, which is covered under Section 501(c)(3) as a charitable organization; these clubs are required 
to file two 990 forms. 
 
State Treasurer Hemeryck will present a session on the new IRS requirements at the Michigan Forum in 
Lansing on March 1, 2008.  He is also putting together several articles for the magazine, as well as 
written information to answer questions that clubs might have. 
 
Lions Clubs and districts that have gross receipts over $25,000 will file a Form 990 that is much more 
comprehensive than the e-postcard.  Questions are included on the tax form are designed to trigger an 
audit if they are not answered affirmatively.  Examples include:  Do you have a written Conflict of 
Interest Policy?  Do you have a written Whistle Blower Policy?  Do you have a written Document 
Retention and Destruction Policy? 
 
USA/CANADA FORUM HOST COMMITTEE REPORT ς Dr. Gary Anderson, PDG, Chair 
The 2007 USA/Canada Lions Leadership Forum in Grand Rapids has set a new standard of excellence.  It 
was rated one of the most successful events in the 31-year history of the Forum.

planning future Forums.  It already has been passed along to three future Forum Host Chairs. 
 
PDG Anderson asked whether the Council of Governors would like Grand Rapids to bid on the 2013 
USA/Canada Lions Forum.  He stated that he would not chair the event again. 
 
MOTION ς Kilbreath, Capozzo, to approve submission of a bid from Grand Rapids for the 2013 
USA/Canada Lion Forum.  Motion carried unanimously. 
 
PDG Anderson expressed hi s thanks to all of the 325+ volunteers who helped make the 2007 Forum 
such a success. 
 
INTERNATIONAL UPDATE/ LIAISON REPORT (via conference call) ς ID Bill Hansen 
ID Hansen summarized actions taken at the International Board meeting in India in September.  The title 
of the senior salaried employee of LCI has been changed from executive administrator to executive 
director.  The Senior Lions Leadership Institute will increase the number of slots available, doubling the 
number in the United States.  The brand audit is ongoing and will address issues such as advertising and 
regionalization.  Automatic suspension of clubs for non-payment has had an impact within the

some time due to the renovation of the building.

have been ruled constitutional.  Restrictions on endorsement of candidates for ID and VP are already 
affecting the number of eligible candidates.  Redistricting proposals has been approved for Kansas, 
Missouri, Mississippi, and North Carolina. 
 
The per diem allowance for meals for the DGEs at the convention in Bangkok has been set at $85 per 
day.  ID Hansen explained that convention attendees will find traffic in Bangkok to be very congested.  
They should allow lots of extra time for travel from their hotel to the convention center and the parade.  
He is working with other delegations to arrange a combined caucus at a central location; such an 
arrangement would benefit the candidates and the Lions who attend. 
 
Several cities will bid on the 2013 Lions International Convention.  Proposals have been received from 
Atlanta, Boston, Hamburg, Honolulu, Manila, and Montreal.  Interest has also been expressed by Kansas 
City, Orlando, Prague, Salt Lake, and Kuala Lumpur.  
 
An optional second vice district governor position has been approved, effective immediately.  
Implementation must be approved at the district ƭŜǾŜƭ ŀƴŘ ƻǳǘƭƛƴŜŘ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ŘƛǎǘǊƛŎǘΩǎ Ŏƻƴǎǘƛǘǳǘƛƻƴ ŀƴŘ ōȅ-
laws.  The second vice district governor may be eligible to run for vice district governor, but succession 
is not mandated.  The duties and responsibilities of the position are determined by the district.

The 
requirements are much more challenging than in the past.  He is a strong believer in teamwork, and the 
awards can only be achieved through a team concept.  The awards are intended to reward excellence, 
not mediocrity.  OƴŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǊŜǉǳƛǊŜƳŜƴǘǎ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ tǊŜǎƛŘŜƴǘΩǎ !ǿŀǊŘ ƛǎ ŀ ƴŜǘ ƛƴŎǊŜŀǎŜ ƛƴ ƳŜƳōŜǊǎƘƛǇΦ  ¢ƻ 
receive the award at the zone or region level, 50% of the clubs in the zone/region must achieve the 
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PresidentΩs Award and they must have a net membership gain or a new Lions Club.  The District 
Governors Excellence Award requires 50% of the zones/regions to earn the ZC/RC awards, plus a net 
growth in membership. 
 
ID Hansen advised the Council that International President Amarasuriya reviews all nominations for 
Presidential and Leadership Medals.  It will be difficult for MD 11 to acquire any of these awards during

growth.  However, nominations will be considered that amplify on current improvements and past 
successes.  Consideration will be given in the second half of the year to a broader range of 
achievements, including humanitarian service. 
 
ID Hansen suggested that the Council develop an annual award from MD 11 for outstanding 
achievements in membership and extension.  Recognition might also be given for retention, but it is 
more difficult to measure success in this field. 
 
WHITE CANE SCHOLARSHIP 
State Treasurer Hemeryck explained that the current selection process for the White Cane Scholarship 
could result in legal problems for the Lions of Michigan.  The White Committee has often made choices

The 
Lions of Michigan would continue to fund the scholarship, but the recipient(s) would be selected by the

LEADERSHIP INSTITUTE REPORT ς Paul Hemeryck, PDG 
Ninety-four Lions and Lioness will attend ǘƘƛǎ ȅŜŀǊΩǎ [ŜŀŘŜǊǎƘƛǇ LƴǎǘƛǘǳǘŜΦ  A list of participants by district 
was distributed to the Governors.  PDG Hemeryck will compile a list of all Leadership Institute graduates 
since 1999 and send it to the DGs and VDGs by December 1.   
 
Handout materials for the Institute books were scanned into a PDF file this year.  This resulted in a 
substantial reduction in printing costs (from $1,400 last year to $650 this year).  It is also possible now 
to produce a CD containing this information.  (The electronic file has already been transmitted to a blind

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Shmir Corzine from the Leadership Division at Lions International will travel to the MacMullan Center 
this year to observe both the Faculty Development Institute and Leadership Institute.  LCI has provided 
financial support for all eight Leadership Institutes held in Michigan to date.  For each of the past 
several years, they have contributed $10,000.  In return, districts in Michigan are asked to show their 
support by paying a share of the costs.  Participants are charged $160, but the actual cost is closer to 
$300 per person.  Each district is asked to donate $300, which guarantees that 10 seats will be allotted 
to them, and the Vice District Governor may attend at no charge.  All districts have donated this year. 
 
PDG Hemeryck recommended that Leadership Institute graduates be put to work right away.  They 
need to use what they have learnŜŘ ōŜŦƻǊŜ ǘƘŜȅ ŦƻǊƎŜǘΦ  aŀƴȅ ƻŦ ǘƘƛǎ ȅŜŀǊΩǎ ǇŀǊǘƛŎƛǇŀƴǘǎ ŀǊŜ άƴŜǿέ 
Lionsτ11 have been members for one year or less and 37 have been members for 2-4 years.   PDG 
Hemeryck emphasized the importance of mentoring new Lions and training them to become future 
leaders. 
 
MICHIGAN FORM REPORT ς Jim Pettinato, Chairman 
The Forum Committee has met twice this year via internet/conference call.  This meeting format has 
worked well for them and has saved time and gas money for committee members. 
 
The Michigan Forum will be held on March 1, 2008 at the Best Western Midway Hotel in Lansing.  This is 
one week later than usual.  In the future, the committee will aim for a consistent date on the third 
weekend in February.  The cost is $30 per person.  There is a bonus session and a hospitality room on 
Friday night for those who arrive early.  Saturday morning begins with breakfast refreshments.   
 
Sixteen breakout sessions are scheduled on Saturday.  They will include Lions and non-Lion topics.  Four 
sessions will run concurrently in four different time slots.  Two state projects have been invited to make 
presentations this yearτBear Lake Camp and Leader Dogs for the Blind.  DGs and VDGs who attend will 
be asked to serve as moderators and introducers. 
 
The committee was able to schedule four additional sessions this year because the White Cane 
Committee decided not to have a room for white cane merchandise sales.  They will have a display 
table where they will take orders and distribute merchandise that was ordered in advance. 
 
An advertising form for the Forum Book was distributed.  Lion Pettinato explained that 15% of the 
Forum budget comes from advertising.  He suggested that clubs buy small congratulatory ads and 
encouraged future RCs, VDGs and DGs to promote their candidacy through an ad in the Forum Book. 
 
DGs were asked to complete a Forum competition form.  Based on their estimates, Lions from their

PID Terry and Jean Graham from Ontario, Canada are the international guests.  Mrs. Graham will 
present a 45-minute program for spouses on Saturday afternoon.  Another 45-minute spouse program 
will feature Native American artists whose crafts are displayed throughout the casino.   
 
Chairman Shepard contacted Kewadin about the cost of a charter bus.  A 47-passenger motor coach 
costs $30 per person/round trip.  It would leave Lansing on Friday morning (with pick-up points in Mt. 
Pleasant and Grayling) and return on Sunday morning.  If there is sufficient interest, additional bus 
routes can be arranged from Grand Rapids and/or Detroit. Committee members were asked to poll 
Lions from their districts to determine if there is enough interest to charter a bus to the convention.  
 
Arrangements for the convention golf outing are still tentative.  It probably will be sponsored by the 
Sault Ste. Marie Lions Club.  It will take place on Friday morning at the Tanglewood Golf Course. 
 

The room rate is $87 for a king or queen room.   Whirlpool upgrades are available for $97, and king 
suites cost $107.  These are the rates for Friday and Saturday nights.  There is a discounted rate for 
Thursday night only ($14 less in each category).  There is a $10 charge for each additional adult over 
two in a room.  DGs and VDGs must make their own hotel reservations.   
 
The convention agenda is similar to last year.  Open discussion of ballot issues has been switched from 
Saturday afternoon to Saturday morning, and there will be a luncheon instead of brunch.  The Mayor of 
Sault Ste. Marie has agreed to deliver a welcoming address during the luncheon.  There will be no 
hospitality room this year so convention attendees can enjoy the casino and the onsite entertainment 
and recreational facilities.  Complimentary coffee is available 24 hours a day, and there are several 
lounges where Lions can gather if they choose not to gamble.  The room rate charged by the hotel 
includes $10 in casino tokens per person per night.   
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The memorial service, which includes a candle-lighting ceremony, takes place before the banquet on 
Saturday night.  Governor Lacy offered to find an appropriate poem for the memorial service.  
 

The committee reviewed three bid proposals for the 2010 convention.  They were from Mission Point 
Resort on Mackinac Island, the Troy Marriott, and the Odawa Casino in Petoskey.  They agreed to wait 
until their next meeting to make a recommendation.

ALL STATE BAND REPORT

this year.  Instead of receiving 3-4 tour brochures, each band director receives a band poster with tear-
off application forms at the bottom.   Additional details and information about the band are available 
online at the state website. 
 
Tryouts for the 2008 Lions of Michigan All State Band will be held on November 11.  Students also have 
the option of submitting an audition tape.  Most of the returning band members plan to try out in Holt 
because they enjoy getting together to interact and socialize. 
 
 The Bangkok tour is priced at $3,499 per student.  The group departs on June 21 and returns on July 1.

Club donations are projected at $35,000 (approximately $3,200 per district).  Another $2,000 will come 
from the Flag Ceremony and the Plenary Session performance.  This leaves a budget shortfall of 
approximately $20,000.  The All State Band Board has approved funding to hire a grant writer to seek 
financial support for the band from outside sources.  They arŜ ŀƭǎƻ ƎƻƛƴƎ ǘƻ ƘƻƭŘ ǘƘǊŜŜ ¢ŜȄŀǎ IƻƭŘ Ψ9Ƴ 
Tournaments to raise funds.  If these measures fail to produce the needed money, the band will look at 
cutting the length of the trip or reducing the number of days for band camp.  The number of band 
members is also a concern as they look at the number of band members required to fill buses while 
maintaining proper instrumentation. 
 
MOTION ς Griggs, Capozzo, to encourage the band to maintain it planned tour to Bangkok instead of 
substituting an alternate tour.  Motion carried. 
 
CRITERIA FOR LEADERSHIP AND PRESIDENTIAL AWARDS 
The Governors reviewed nominees and eliminated those who have already received the medal for 
which they were nominated.  They also eliminated nominations that were not submitted by the 
deadline date.  To be considered this weekend, nominees must meet the criteria of outstanding 
contributions in the areas of extension and membership.  Others will be considered in March as a 
άǎŜŎƻƴŘ ǘƛŜǊέ ƻŦ ƴƻƳƛƴŀǘƛƻƴǎ.

AUDIT REPORT ς Robert Heemer, CPA 
The 2006-2007 audit report covered three corporations: Lions of Michigan All State Band Charities, Inc., 
Lions of Michigan, Inc., and Lions of Michigan Publication, Inc. Band information is presented separately 
because it is an independent 501(c)(3) corporation.  Mr. Heemer issued an unqualified opinion, 
indicating that the statements fairly present the financial position of the organizations, and records are 
kept in accordance with accepted accounting standards.   
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The All State Band has operated at a profit for the past two years and has been able to build their equity 
somewhat.  However, both the 2006 and 2007 tours were in-country.  The band will have to watch 
expenses carefully when they go out-of-country for the International Convention in Bangkok, Thailand 
in 2008.  In the past, tours to foreign countries have produced losses for the band. 
 
The band has purchased equipment over the years at a cost of $110,505 (including uniforms and 
instruments).  It is almost completely depreciated and currently shows a net value of $5,925. 
 
2006-07 was a good year for the Lions of Michigan.  They showed a $53,000 increase in net assets.  
However, Mr. Heemer noted that the biggest change was in the value of investments, due to the sale of 
stock held by the Grace Lange Memorial Fund.  In the 1970s, Grace Lange passed away, leaving a 
bequest to the Lions of Michigan to be used to aid the blind and visually impaired.  (The Fund provides 
$2,000 annually for the White Cane Scholarship.)  The original bequest included approximately $6,000 
in cash and $6,000 in stock.  Over the years, the stock dividends were re-invested in additional shares.  
Last year the Council of Governors decided to sell the stocks and reinvest in mutual funds, with the 
intent of receiving higher earnings.  At the end of June, the cost basis of the mutual fund investments 
was $116,894. 
 
The Lions of Michigan, Inc. and the Lions of Michigan Magazine have cash balances over $250,000 in 
National City Bank.  FDIC insures bank deposits up to $100,000.  On June 30, 2007, only $129,000 in 
cash deposits were covered by FDIC.  Mr. Heemer did not see this as a significant risk because National 
City is a very large and reputable bank. 
 
The Lions of Michigan Publication is also a separate corporation.  It is doing well financially and had a 
net gain of $7,400 last year.  Bringing it in-house has improved their financial position significantly. 
 
MOTION ς Capozzo, Griggs, to accept the audit report.  Motion carried. 
 
DIABETES DISPLAY BOARDS 
The Diabetes Committee of District 11 C2 has developed a large, free-standing display board.  Governor 
Lloyd Kilbreath offered contact information to districts interested in purchasing one. 
 
MEMBERSHIP REPORT ς Jim Walls, PDG, Chair 
PDG Walls contacted Chad McCann, Executive Director of the Lions of Michigan Foundation, with a 
proposal whereby they would fund a membership award for the next two years to be presented at the 
MD 11 and SD 10 Conventions.  The plan was presented to the Board of Trustees, who agreed that it 
would provide excellent publicity and public relations for the Foundation.  The recipient would be 
selected by the MD Membership Committee, and a representative from the Foundation would present 
the award.  The Lions of Michigan Foundation will name the membership award, possibly the 'Lions of 
Michigan Foundation Membership Award'. 
 
MOTION ς Raymor, Anderson, to allow the Lions of Michigan Foundation to purchase and present the 
membership award.  Motion carried. 
 
Chairman Walls also outlined a plan to recognize the top sponsor of new members from each district 
(for new members reported between July 1, 2007 and May 1, 2008).  It will be the responsibility of each 
district Membership Chair to identify their winner and notify Chairman Walls.  Winners will receive a 
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framed certificate at the convention in Sault Ste. Marie and their $10 convention registration fee will be 
refunded.  Those who are unable to attend the convention will receive a certificate in the mail.   
 
MOTION ς Anderson, Griggs, to approve funds for the membership sponsor certificates and registration 
rebates (one per district ς 10 awards).  Motion carried. 
 
RETENTION REPORT ς Hank Bosma, PDG, Chair 
The membership report through September showed a net loss of 119 members in Michigan.  By 
comparison, the net loss at the end of September in 2006 was -115; and in 2005, it was -195.  PDG 
Bosma felt that the September totals were worse than usual because [/LΩǎ ǇǊƻƳƻǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ hŎǘƻōŜǊ ŀǎ 
Membership Month resulted in some sandbagging. 
 
On January 12, 2008 there will be a meeting of the M-E-R-L Committee Chairs, District Coordinators, 
VDGs, and DGs at the Best Western Midway Hotel in Lansing between 10 a.m. and 3 p.m.  Funding will 
be requested from LCI.  PDG Bosma will provide the financial information needed for submission of the 
grant request. 
 
LEADERSHIP REPORT (Written) ς Esther LaMothe, PDG, Chair 
Leadership Development Chairs in each district have completed training sessions for club officers and 
cabinet officers.  They have been actively promoting participation in the Leadership Institute and the 
Faculty Development Institute.  Many were volunteers at the USA/Canada Forum in Grand Rapids and 
are making presentations at their own fall or mid-winter conferences. 
 
Districts 11 A1 and 11 B1 are working together to host another LCI Extension Workshop.  They will train 
more Guiding Lions and continue to work on establishing new clubs.  Several other districts are working 
to transfer members from clubs that are folding to existing clubs. 
 
AGENDA CHANGE 
 
MOTION ς Griggs, Capozzo, the start the Council Meeting on Sunday morning at 8:00 a.m. instead of 
9:00 a.m.  Motion carried. 
 
MICHIGAN EYE BANK REPORT ς Chuck Weir, PID 
PID Weir reported that the Michigan Eye Bank is applying for a grant from LCIF for two machines that 
harvest slices of the corneaτnot the whole thing.  Once used, the machine has to be sterilized for 
several hours before it can be re-used.  The grant request will be initiated by District 11 B1 and has to 
be submitted to LCIF by January 18. 
 
Kevin Ross is the new CEO of the Michigan Eye Bank.  Florence Johnston was serving in an interim 
capacity until the new CEO was named. 
 
MERL TEAM COORDINATOR REPORT (Written) ς Frank Cunningham, PDG 
PDG Cunningham reported difficulties in coordinating the activities of the MERL Committee Chairs.  CC 
McClure advised the Governors that she had contacted LCI to find out whether other MDs were having 
problems implementing the MERL Team Coordinator position.  LCI reported that overall evaluations of 
the position have been very unsatisfactory.  In fact, after two years of mandating the position, LCI has 
dropped the requirement for a MD MERL Team Coordinator.   
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MOTION ς Raymor, Anderson, to eliminate the position of MERL Team Coordinator at the completion of 
the current fiscal year.  Motion carried (opposed by A2 and E2). 
 
The Council of Governors agreed that it would be up to PDG Cunningham to determine his level of 
participation for the balance of the year. 
 
EXTENSION REPORT (via conference call) ς Wendell Byrd, PDG, MD 11 Extension Chair 
PDG Byrd plans to schedule a meeting of the Extension Committee at the State Office in December.  
VDGs will also be invited to attend.  He will call the office to confirm arrangements.   
 
Two years ago, District 11 A1 received a $10,000 grant from LCI under the Urban Development

Districts 11 A1 and 11 B1 are working together to bring in the extension team from LCI for a 3-day 
session.  Twenty participants are needed.  District 11 B1 has 4-5 people who are willing to participate, 
and 11 A1 is trying to get the rest.  If this is not possible, they will consider expanding the effort to 
include another district.  A ŘŀǘŜ ƘŀǎƴΩǘ ōŜŜƴ ǎŜǘ ȅŜǘΦ  9ȄǘŜƴǎƛƻƴ ŎƘŀƛǊǎ ǿƛƭƭ ōŜ ŀǎƪŜŘ ǘƻ ƛŘŜƴǘƛŦȅ ǘǿƻ ƻǊ 
three places where a new club can be organized.  District 11 B1 brought in the LCI extension team last 
year, and they formed new clubs in Albion and Manchester, as well as several branch clubs. 
 
PROJECT KID SIGHT REPORT ς Susan Eisenhardt, Executive Director 
Finances for the Kid Sight program have improved recently, and donations have picked up.  Very little 
money is spent on administrative costs.  They pay no salaries, and office space and postage are 
donated.  The program had only $4,000 in the bank when Susan took over as Administrator; they now 
have over $20,000.  Kid Sight now has a grant writer, and funds are beginning to come in.  Through the 
efforts of Dr. Jack Baker, a $6,200 grant came from Detroit Medical Center.  He is going after another 
$5,000. 
 
Between 11,000 and 20,000 children have been screened in Michigan through the Kid Sight program.  
However, better training is needed, with active district coordinators in every district.  The only 
requirement is to care about kids and about the program.  It is a preventative program and it saves 
sight.  Districts 11 B2 and 11 A2 are the most active in promoting and supporting the program. 
 
A new type of photo-screening camera is now available, but it is not the one currently used by Project 
Kid Sight.  The target group for Kid Sight screenings is infants and toddlers (ages 1-5), particularly those 
at day care centers.  Children of migrant workers and home-schooled kids also represent a group that is 
frequently overlooked or missed by school screenings.  Funding cuts by the State of Michigan might 
make it possible to screen older children who were previously served through mandatory screenings in 
the public schools.  Project Kid Sight used to interface with Head Start, but they no longer do so.  PID 
Chuck Weir reported that the Health Department screens for Head Start in Ingham County.  Susan 
Eisenhardt recommended that the Lions work together with other organizations, but avoid duplication. 
 
LCIF approved a 3-year Core 4 Grant for Project Kid Sight totaling $200,000 in 2003.  Several 
installments were received, totaling $180,000.  LCIF terminated payments because reports were not 
being filed, matching funds were not being raised, and goals were not being met (number of youngsters 
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being screened).  Over the past couple years, there has been much speculation about the possibility of 
obtaining the final $20,000 installment from LCIF if the required paperwork is brought up to date and 
the original terms of the grant can be met.  Susan advised the Council that program records were not in 
good order when they were turned over to her two years ago.  They have been turned over to an 
outside source to unravel.  Susan will contact LCIF to ascertain whether they have closed the grant. 
 
WRITTEN REPORTS  
The following written reports were submitted:  Bear Lake Camp, Lion Pride Magazine, Information 
Technology, Public Relations, Leader Dog, Hearing, Welcome Homes, and Michigan Eye Bank.  Copies of 
these reports are included in the back of these minutes. 
 
Bear Lake Camp Committee 
PDG Nancy Lampman reported that the committee scheduled its first meeting on October 28 and would 
discuss plans for the year at that time. 
 
DG Lloyd Kilbreath announced that the raffle to benefit Bear Lake Camp did not produce enough sales 
to award the car lease.  The tickets that were sold were entered into a 50/50 drawing, and $3,705.00 
was split between the winner of the drawing and Bear Lake Camp. 
 
Lion Pride Magazine 
The recent postage increase has resulted in a substantial increase mailing costs for the magazine.  The 
net result is about $500 more per issue ($4,500 per year).  Bids for printing of the magazine have been

MOTION ς Griggs, Kilbreath, to authorize $200 from the PR Account for awards and recognitions for the 
scrapbook contest.  Motion carried. 
  
Leader Dog Committee ς PDG Frank Cunningham has set a goal to have all Lions Clubs in Michigan 
donate to Leader Dog this year.  He provided statistics on applications received, Lions sponsorships, and 
the number of teams graduated.  He also listed the number of students involved in the Advanced 
Mobility Program and Trekker Training.  The Governors expressed their pleasure with the thoroughness 
of his report. 
  
Hearing Committee ς The committee is developing a brochure that describes hearing loss and lists 
resources to contact for help.  They are also trying to coordinate servicse provided by the Lions Hearing 
Center, MADHH, and the Lions of Michigan Service Foundation.  
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Welcome Homes Committee ς A training session for 34 participants was held at the State Office in 
August.  Each received a standardized presentation to use at club meetings.  Welcome Home 
fundraisers include Rose Day in Districts 11 B2 and 11 C1, West Michigan Projects Night in November, 
and the Strawberry Festival in June.  Donations this year are ahead of last year.  Sale of the Monroe 
Street property is still pending.  Welcome Homes is working with a national chain that operates 21 
homes in Michigan.  They are also looking at facilities in Battle Creek, Livonia, and Hillman. 
 
Michigan Eye Bank ς With two years to go, contributions and pledges to the Capital Campaign total

Two potential pin designs were presented.  One depicted Paul Bunyan and the other showed a canoe on 
a tree-lined lake.  The Governors agreed that the VDGs should select the pin design because it will be 
the state pin for their year. 
 
MOTION ς Marshall, Johnson, to select the pin design showing Paul Bunyan.  Motion carried. 
 
INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION REPORT (via conference call) ς Jesse Arnold, Chairman 
To date, only 119 Lions worldwide have registered for the convention.  The headquarters hotel for the 
Michigan delegation is the Montien Riverside.  It is approximately 13 miles from the IMPACT 
Convention Center.  The room rate is $145.20 per night, plus tax.   
 
The committee discussed three options for Michigan Night to take place on Tuesday night at 7 p.m.  
Two dinner cruises with live music were proposedτone with Thai food @ 59 per person, and the other 
with an international buffet @ $69 per person.  Both include round trip bus transportation.  The third 
option is dinner at a Thai restaurant with entertainment by three sets of classical Thai dancers @ $59 
per person (transportation included).   The committee noted that Thai food is very hot and spicy.  Costs 
are based on 40 participants.  If numbers are lower, the price is subject to increase. 
 
MOTION ς Griggs, Goltz, to approve the dinner cruise with the international buffet @ $69 per person as 
the Michigan Night event.  Motion carried. 
 
Leader Dog School has agreed to donate 50-60 hats for the parade.  Neck coolers will also be provided 
to marchers.  These will cost approximately $3 each.  Jesse plans to distribute them at the convention in 
{ŀǳƭǘ {ǘŜΦ aŀǊƛŜ ǎƻ ǘƘŜȅ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜ ǘƻ ōŜ ǎƘƛǇǇŜŘ to Bangkok.  Committee members will transport the 
parade banners to Thailand in their luggage to avoid shipping and customs charges. 
 
MOTION ς Griggs, Raymor, to approve the hat from Leader Dog as the official parade hat for the 2008 
convention.  Motion carried. 
 
The rising price of oil has caused airfares to Bangkok to rise substantially.  At the end of October, they 
averaged $2,000 per person, round trip from Detroit Metro.  Cancellation insurance is recommended.  
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Michigan Lions who go to Bangkok should also check their personal hospitalization insurance for

The committee did not designate a travel agency to handle flight arrangement for Michigan Lions, and 
there are no plans for pre- or post-convention tours.   
 
MOTION ς Griggs, Lacy, to approve the parade patch.  Motion carried. 
 
MOTION ς Raymor, Griggs, to approve the proposed budget for the International Convention 
Committee.  Motion carried. 
 
CONSTITUTION & BY-LAWS REPORT (via conference call) ς Roger LaMothe, PDG, Chairman 
The committee has discussed eight possible amendments to the MD 11 Constitution and By-Laws to be 
presented at the 2008 convention.   
 
Proposal #1 ς At the convention in Chicago, the International by-laws were revised to include changes in 
the duties of the DG, VDG, Region Chair, and Zone Chair.  PDG LaMothe suggested incorporating all of 
the prescribed duties into the MD 11 by-laws.  The question was raised whether this change should be 
automatic under the provision that permits housekeeping revisions to be made without a vote on the 
floor of the convention.  PDG LaMothe stated that the committee would frame the language, which 
may or may not be presented in Sault Ste. Marie. 
 
MOTION ς Capozzo, Lacy, to ask the Constitution and By-Laws Committee to put together the wording 
for discussion at the March Council Meeting.  Motion carried. 
  
Proposal #2 ς An amendment to the MD 11 by-laws was proposed by the Romeo Lions Club that would 
stipulate that a seated Governor or Council Chair shall not serve on the board of a Lion-sponsored 
project in order to avoid favoritism and/or conflict of interest.  The proposal was presented in proper 
form and in accordance with the procedures outlined for amendments that originate with Lions Clubs. 
 
MOTION ς Capozzo, Lacy, to move the proposal forward to the ballot at the 2008 convention in Sault 
Ste. Marie.  Motion carried. 
 
Proposal #3 ς This proposal would change all MD 11 committee appointments to two-year terms; half 
to be appointed in odd years and the other half to be appointed in even years.  MERL appointments 
would continue for three-year terms, as required by LCI.  The split would be made by listing the 
committees in alphabetical order, with the first half to be appointed in even-numbered years and the 
second half in odd-numbered years. 
 
PDG LaMothe questioned whether the MD Convention Committee should continue to be a three-year 
appointment or become a two-year appointment along with the rest.  The Governors clarified that their 
intent had been to make 1-year appointments into 2-year appointments.  None of the other committee 
appointment terms were to be changed. 
 
MOTION ς Griggs, Anderson, to ask the Constitution and By-Laws Committee put together the language 
for discussion at the March Council Meeting to change one-year committee appointments to two-year 
committee appointments.  Motion carried. 
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The Governors asked PDG LaMothe to draft language for the March meeting to change the District 
appointments to the Leader Dog Committee from a 2-year to a 3-year term, as requested by Leader 
Dog. 
 
Proposal #4 ς This proposal would give membership status and voting privileges on the Liaison 
Committee to all PIDs elected from Michigan, provided that they maintain their residency in Michigan.   
 
PDG LaMothe suggested a possible alternative, whereby all Michigan PIDs would serve as voting 
members of the Liaison Committee AND each district would appoint one committee representative.  
PID Ken Lautzenheiser expressed his opposition to the alternate proposal. 
 
MOTION ς Raymor, Griggs, to ask the Constitution and By-Laws Committee to draft the language for the 
original proposal only.  Motion carried. 
 
Proposal #5 ς Identical redistricting proposals were received from Fruitport in 11 C1 and Bretton Woods 
in 11 C2.  The plan would combine 11 C1 and 11 C2 into one sub-district, to be called 11 C.  PDG 
LaMothe questioned whether 11 C was an appropriate title for the proposed new district.  DGs Lacy and 
Kilbreath explained that the two districts had agreed upon that designation, and it was already part of 
the language of the proposal. 
 
MOTION ς Griggs, Raymor, to move the proposal forward to the ballot at the 2008 convention in Sault 
Ste. Marie.  Motion carried. 
 
Proposal #6 ς The proposal would require MD 11 committee chairs to have internet access.  The Council 
felt that this requirement should be placed in the Policy Manual, not the by-laws. 
 
Proposal #7 ς This proposal would include information on the optional position called Second Vice 
District Governor.  
 
MOTION ς Raymor, Capozzo, to place information on the Second Vice District Governors position in the 
Policy Manual instead of the Constitution and By-Laws.  Motion carried. 
 
Proposal #8 ς This proposal would add the Lions of Michigan Service Foundation to the list of state 
projects.  The LMSF must file a request to be included on the ballot no less than 120 days prior to the 
MD Convention. 
 
MOTION ς Capozzo, Griggs, to ask the Constitution and By-Laws Committee to prepare the appropriate 
wording to include LMSF as a state project, pending receipt of their official request.  Motion carried. 
 
LIONS OF MICHIGAN FOUNDATION REPORT ς PDG Jerry Hinton and PDG Bill Klingensmith 
PDGs Hinton and Klingensmith delivered the paperwork required for their petition for state project 
status.  In accordance with the by-laws, the Council has the option of adding a standing committee 
when a project attains MD project status; however, the Foundation is not asking for a standing 
committee, as they already have two elected trustees from each district.   
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Mints for the Military orders are accumulated until a complete pallet of mints can be shipped overseas.

The Council provided the LMSF representatives with feedback they had received from military 
personnel.  The single mints are a better product for soldiers than the roll mints because the candy in 
the opened rolls gets dirty.  It also makes better sense to give out single pieces to children rather than 
an entire roll or unwrapped candies. 
 
The Foundation will distribute tickets for their Sight and Hearing Sweepstakes soon.  Clubs that sell 
more than 100 tickets will get $5 back per ticket sold.  The return is smaller for sales of fewer tickets.

MEETING DATES/SITES FOR 2008-09 COUNCIL MEETINGS 
The VDGs considered bids from nine hotels in the Lansing area for the August 2008, December 2008 
and March 2009 Council Meetings.

STATE OF THE MAGAZINE  
 

As many of you know, the recent postage increase has severely affected the mailing cost of the 
magazine. The net result is about $500 more to mail each issue of the magazine. This equates to about 
$4,500/year. The Publication Advisory Committee is looking for ways to defray this added expense. 
Because of the drastic changes in mailing size and weight the committee is discussing several different 
options that may help minimize these price increases. They have discussed changing the size of the 
magazine, changing the orientation of the magazine when it is mailed, different paper stock (lighter 
weight), and reducing the number of issues printed.  
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After the last Publication Advisory Committee meeting bid proposals were sent out to four 
companies. If you know anyone interested in placing a bid, please contact me as soon as possible. Bid 
deadline is November 23, 2007.  

After talking to our current printer, it appears that changing the size of the magazine will not 
significantly reduce mailing costs. It may save up to $150 in mail fees, but would likely need to be 
tabbed. Tabbing is a process where little stickers seal the productõs edges together to ensure it will run 
through the post officeõs automated postage machines. Average tabbing costs run around $250 per tab 
per 1,000 copies.  

 
As always magazine advertising revenue is a concern. Michigan Eye Bank has not run its two-

page insert this year. However, Lions of Michigan Foundation is running 9 ads this year and Lions 
Hearing Center has placed ads in several issues. Please encourage clubs, candidates and businesses, 
including the hotel where your district convention is going to be held, to advertise in the magazine.  
 

The state office has recently switched internet service providers. As a result, there is a new email 
address for questions and articles for the Lion Pride Magazine. It is lionpride@lionsofmi.com.  

 
CONTINUING CONCERNS  

 

I have included a list of members from your district who may not be receiving their magazine. When 
something bounces back to Lion International they move the address to a do not deliver list. Please 
contact these clubs and have the secretary update the personõs information with Lions International.  
 
Certain districts send in little or no news. Larger pages means itõs imperative District Editors educate 
clubs about submitting material and keep them excited about the magazine. They need to call clubs 
when an article doesnõt make sense, or when more information is needed about a photo. It is impossible 
to look at a photo and magically know what the event is, or why it was held. The magazine does not 
employ reporters to attend club events. If clubs want their information published, they have to send 
stories and photos to their district editor.  
 
Please inform clubs as you visit how to get their stories and photos published in the magazine. If you 
would like copies to take with you to clubs as promotional material for the magazine, please let me 
know. I will make a promotional packet for the magazine.  
 
The magazine is looking for general information articles; please send any you come across. The 
magazine will print these stories when club news is sparse.

Trekker Training students.  

 

The Work Counts Program is looking to fill 20 internships in the next 5 years.
